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Still More on “Doing What Is Good”

good.” I have concluded that it is the same as

I'm
following the example that Christ left for us to walk in His
steps.

The Scriptures are abundantly clear (I’ll let you find
the specific texts) that Christ is;: OUR SAVIOR. He per-
sonally carried away our sins in His own body on the cross
so we can be forgiven by God. His sinless sacrifice satis-
fied the righteous demands of a holy God as a substitute
for the punishment we rightfully deserve. He did what we
could not do for ourselves. OUR EXAMPLE. Jesus said
things such as: “I have given you an example to follow.
Do as | have done...As | have loved you, so you must love
one another...As the father has sent me, so send I you.”
John wrote, “Even as He is, so are we in this world...We
know what real love is because Christ gave up his life for
us. And we also ought to give up our lives for our Chris-
tian brothers and sisters...Those who say they live in God
should live their lives as Christ did.” Paul wrote,
“Remember, the Lord forgave you, so you must forgive
others.” Peter wrote, “Christ, who suffered for you, is your
example. Follow in His steps.”

OUR SANCTIFIER. He conquered the grave and can
“deliver us from the body of this death.” He “died to sin.”
By faith we enter into a union relationship with our
“Federal Head”/”Second Adam” and the power of sin
(from the “First Adam”) is cancelled and His resurrected
life enables us to follow His example. We need to “know”
this; “reckon” ourselves to be dead to sin and alive to God;
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and “yield” ourselves totally to God so He can live His
life out through us.

However, people have different responses to the idea
of being Christ-like.
« Some think this command set before us is an ideal—
beautiful but impossible.

« Some try hard to follow His example without His
atonement. They are “unfit for doing anything good.”

« Some receive Him as Savior and accept His atonement
for sin but neglect His example.

« Some know Christ as Savior and understand they
should do as He did but are frustrated because they
keep trying to follow in His steps but keep failing.
They live in a perpetual cycle of sinning> confessing>
forgiven> sinning> confessing> forgiven. What a
wretched existence. (Praise God! He is faithful and just
to forgive us and cleanse us from all unrighteousness.
But, is that cycle all there is in the Christian life?)

three truths about Christ. Because
He is our Savior and Sanctifier,
His example is the pattern for our lives. He calls us ac-
cording to His purpose, which is that we “be conformed
to the likeness of His Son” AND He supplies the strength
for us to do what Christ did. “Doing what is good” can
only be done by God, “Who works in you to will and to
act according to His good purpose” - which is becoming
like Christ.
